Al the end of the retreat he moved to R司 agfha <H. Kern, Manual of Indian Buddhism 
fStrassburg: Verlag von Karl J. Trubner, 18961, p. 31). As can be seen below as well, Kem makes conclusive statements about the chronology, perhaps based on a 

South Asian tradition.
2. Kern states that the eighth relreat was held at Crocodile Hill (^irpkimara-giri), a hill in Deer Park of Bhesakalavana in the country of Bharga (Kern, Manual, p. 34).

7. The Buddha went from Ajavi to Rajagrha, and spent the seventeenth retreat in the Bamboo Grove there (Kem, Manual, p‘ 37).
8. The eighteenth retreat was spent on a hill near Calika, the nineteenth at Venuvana, and the twentieth at Jetavana (Kern, Manual, p. 37),
